	YOUR RIGHTS
	

	If you have any complaint concerning the conduct of Officers on this inspection visit (search) then details of the Authority’s Complaint Procedure are available. The ‘rights’ listed below are taken from either the legislation that the Trading Standards Service (the Service) enforces or from Code B of the Police and Criminal Evidence Act 1984, (Code of Practice for the Searching of Premises and the Seizure of Property Found on Persons or Premises).  A copy of the Code is available for inspection at the Service’s office.  All of these rights should be considered as summaries only.  Full details will be supplied in writing on request.

· An Officer may carry out an inspection visit (search) at any reasonable hour.  In practice this will normally mean any time while the premises are open for business;

· If an Officer seizes and detains any goods or records/documents from yourself, you will be informed of that fact. After such action, you can, within a reasonable time, have a list or description of the items seized;

· Where practicable, the Service will allow you or your representatives supervised access to your property after it has been seized, so that you can examine it or have it photographed. This access will be at your own expense.  Alternatively, the Service may, on request, provide you with a copy or photograph, again, at your own expense;

· The occupier has the right to demand the production of the Officer’s credentials;

· The Service will treat as confidential all information relating to manufacturing processes or trade secrets;

· An Officer may not seize an item that is subject to legal privilege, namely, communications between a professional legal adviser and his client, and shall not retain property if a copy or photograph would suffice;

· Compensation may be payable in appropriate cases for damage caused entering and searching premises.  In certain circumstances the Service may also pay compensation for losses incurred by virtue of seizure, loss, damage or deterioration of goods. 	· A duly authorised Officer may, at all reasonable times and on production of his/her credentials if requested, enter any premises other than those used solely as a private dwelling, and inspect any goods, and, if so authorised, inspect any weighing or measuring equipment.

	

	POWERS TO REQUEST OR REQUIRE BOOKS, DOCUMENTS OR RECORDS
	

	· If there is reasonable cause to suspect that an offence has been committed, an Officer may require production of books or documents/records relating to the trade or business, and may take copies of, or any entry of, any such document/record;

· In relation to Part V of the Weights and Measures Act an Officer may also inspect and take copies of business records, and require any person to give information about the name and address of the packer or importer of any package found on the premises.

	

	POWERS OF SEIZURE
	

	· Subject to the relevant statute, an Officer may seize and detain any goods, documents, records or books for which there is reason to believe may be required as evidence in proceedings for an offence;
· If there is reasonable cause to believe an offence has been committed, an Officer may seize and detain any goods to find out whether an offence has been committed;
· In certain circumstances an Officer may require any person with authority to do so, to break open any container or vending machine, and if that person does not comply, the Officer may do so;
· An Officer may seize and detain weighing or measuring equipment if there are reasonable grounds to believe it is liable to be forfeited.

	

	CONTRAVENTION OF SAFETY PROVISIONS
	

	· To find out whether there has been any contravention of a safety provision, an Officer may examine any procedure (including testing arrangements) connected with the production of goods;
· If an Officer has reasonable cause to suspect that goods which have been manufactured or imported and have not been supplied since first manufactured or imported into the UK, that Officer may, for the purposes of ascertaining whether there has been a breach of any safety provision, require the production of business records and take copies of, or any entry in them, and seize and detain goods.
